While, on the other hand, the other section of the Sikhs, who have
their doubts about the authorship of the hymn in question, stay mum without
making much fuss, hoping to let the cloud of ignorance to disappear by its
own, with time.

Therefore, to investigate the questions; . . . a) Whether, the real author
of “Deh Shiva bar muhi ihaiy” is, Guru Gobind Singh Sahib? Or someone
else? . . . and b) If it is someone else, then who? . . . Let us go to its original
source the so-called Dasam Granth.
